Since dry weather is expected for next 5 days, farmers can start crop protection activities. Based
on the moisture content of your soil, farmers can provide irrigation to the vegetable crops.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Field Bean, Cotton & Animal Husbandry).
Field Bean:

Farmers cultivating the Field Bean crop are advised to spray Panchakavya @ 10 to 20ml per litre
of water.

This will support the crop to produce and retain more flowers, control the flower fall, and also
help to convert the flowers to well-developed quality fruits. The fruits will also appear in uniform
shape and shiny.

Cotton:

The incense of Pink bollworm is noticed in Cotton crops. It attacks the buds, rosette flowers and
immature bolls drop off, discoloured lint and burrowed seeds.

To manage this, spray any one of the following insecticides Chlorantraniliprole @ 100ml or
Fipronil @ 300ml per acre.

Animal Husbandry:

Due to the prevailing chill weather in the night and early morning hours, there is a possibility of
Ephemeral fever (three-day sickness) infecting your cattle.

To avoid this, don’t keep the cattle outside. Keep the livestock, safely in the sheds. Tie jute
bays/sacks to the sides of the cowsheds.
