The prevailing weather condition favours the stem borer incidence
in paddy. After rain cessation, place pheromone traps @ 4 / ac to
Rice Main field | control stem borer population. Also to control this, spray
profenophos at 400 ml/acre.(or) Apply Cartarp hydrochloride 4 G

@ 6 kg/ac for effective control of stemborer.

The prevailing weather condition favours wilt disease. To control
Banana Vegetative | wilt in banana, apply Bacillus subtilis and Trichoderma viride @ 1

kg/acre by mixing with 250 kg FYM

To avoid the occurrence of milk fever in dairy cattle, feeding of
Cattle dairy cattle | supplementary mineral mixture of 15-30 gms is recommended

during pregnancy.
