High temperature with dry weather is expected during the afternoon
hours (12.00 to 3 PM). Hence, farmers are advised to avoid working
during the hours.

Irrigation may be done based on soil moisture and apply crop residue
mulches to all irrigated crops to maintain sufficient soil moisture.

Cumbu / This is the best time for sowing Cumbu and sorghum instead of

sorghum maize.

Sesamum | Milking Prevailing high temperature and low RH may favours the sucking pest

stage ekkadian in the milky capsules of summer irrigated sesame sown
during February month. To control the pest dust 5% malathion in the
evening hours.

Sugarcane | Vegetative Prevailing dry weather is favourable for the early shoot borer attack in
sugarcane hence farmers are requested to do irrigation frequently and
do mulching.

Animal Increasing temperature and decreasing relative humidity may cause

Husbandry discomfort to the animals. Hence, provide clean water to both animals
and poultry.

To avoid the heat stress to animals feed the animal during night or
early morning or late evening hours.

Summer rains may occur as thunder storm during the afternoon hours.
Safeguard the animals.
