Extended range Forecast for next week (20th December to 02nd January 2025):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of near normal to slightly below normal rainfall likely over the district during 20th to 26th December 2024.

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 27th December to 02nd January 2025.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 32°C over the coastal of the district during next week. 20th to 26th December 2024.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal to generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 32°C over the coastal of the district during next week. 27th December to 02nd January 2025.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 22°C to 24°C over the district during next week 20th to 26th December 2024.

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 20°C to 24°C over the district during next week 27th December to 02nd January 2025.

During the dates 21st and 22nd, Mist is likely to prevail during the early morning hours, allow your cattle to graze only 2 hours after sunrise.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Redgram, Blackgram & Animal Husbandry)
Redgram: 

Due to the prevailing weather condition, flower shedding is noticed in Redgram crop. 

To manage flower shedding in Redgram, foliar spray of pulse wonder @ 2kg per acre with 200 litres of water is recommended.

Blackgram: 

Spraying of the micronutrient is important for the Blackgram crop. Foliar spray of NAA 40mg/litre and Salicylic acid 100 mg/litre once at pre-flowering stage and another at 15 days later. 
For rice fallow crops, foliar spray of DAP 20gm/litre once at flowering and another at 15 days later. 

For irrigated and rain-fed crops, foliar spray of DAP 20gm/litre or Urea 20 gm/litre once at flowering stage and another at 15 days later. 

Spraying activities can be done during the non-rainy days.

Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather condition, Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease causes sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhoea may also be seen during death. 
To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat for grazing one hour after the sunshine. 
Farmers are advised to immediately contact the nearest veterinary clinic and vaccinate your animals.
