General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (20th December to 02nd January 2025):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 20th December to 02nd January 2025.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 32°C over the plains of the district during next week. 20th to 26th December 2024.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 32°C over the plains of the district during next week. 27th December to 02nd January 2025.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be generally above normal and are likely to be in the range 18°C to 22°C over the district during next week 20th to 26th December 2024.

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 16°C to 20°C over the district during next week 27th December to 02nd January 2025.

During the dates 21st and 22nd, Mist is likely to prevail during the early morning hours, allow your cattle to graze only 2 hours after sunrise.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Onion, Mango & Animal Husbandry)
Onion:
Prevailing wet condition due to recent rainfall may lead to incidence of Colletotrichum blight or twister disease in small onion (sambar onion) crop. 

To control this, mix Trichoderma Harzianum or Paecilomyces in 200 litres of water per acre and drench it directly to each bed in the field. 
Similarly, spray Trichoderma Viride, Bacillus Subtilus and Pseudomonas each @ 50ml (150ml in total) with 10 litres of water. 
Drench any of the bio-fungicides @ 1 litre per acre, in 5 to 7 days interval throughout the crop period. 

Foliar spray of bio-fungicides @ 50ml per 10 litre of water can be given. This will give good yield for the onions. 
Drenching the crop with necessary nutrients at regular intervals in the interim period is also advisable.
Mango:
There are chances for the incidence of Anthracnose disease in Mango fields, to control the anthracnose, farmers are advised to go for a foliar spray of Propiconazole @ 1.5gram per litre of water is recommended.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather condition, Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease causes sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhoea may also be seen during death. 
To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat for grazing one hour after the sunshine. 
Farmers are advised to immediately contact the nearest veterinary clinic and vaccinate your animals.
