Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 08th to 14th November 2024.

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of above normal rainfall likely over the district during 15th to 21st November 2024.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 28°C to 30°C over the plains of the district during next week. 08th to 14th November 2024.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 28°C over the plains of the district during next week. 15th to 21st November 2024.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 18°C to 22°C over the district during next week 08th to 21st November 2024.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district during 9 to 13 November 2024. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Ridge gourd, Tomato & Animal Husbandry)
Ridge gourd:

In gourd crops, at this flowering stage, to get more flowers and fruit set, apply Ethrel @ 200 ppm for ridge gourd and 100 ppm for all other gourd vegetables. Two sprays can be given at weekly intervals.
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Tomato:

The Gray Mold disease occurrence was noticed in Tomato. The main lesion is a watery area with a light brown or tan-coloured central region of Tomato. 

The affected part converted into a soft, watery mass within a few days. Tomato Skin will be broken; the greyish mycelium and spore clusters develop within a few hours. 

To control this, ensure good drainage facility in the field, remove decaying plant material from the plant bed, avoid bruising during packing and transport, 

At the pre-harvest stage, spray Trichoderma viride @ 100gm per tank. 

Or Spray Flusilazole @ 100ml per acre + Sticky agent @ 100ml. 
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, the Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease is sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhea may also be seen during death. 

To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat to graze one hour after the sunshine. Once in a year, contact the nearby veterinarian to vaccinate your animals.
