	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 13, 14 Nov & Moderate rain during 15, 16, 17 Nov. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 28℃ to 33℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 21℃ - 25℃. General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (15th to 21st November 2024):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of above normal rainfall likely over the district during 15th to 21st November 2024.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 28°C to 32°C over the plains of the district during next week. 15th to 21st November 2024.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 22°C to 26°C over the district during next week 15th to 21st November 2024.

Heavy Rainfall Warning:

Thunderstorm with Heavy is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 14 & 15 November 2024. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Paddy, Tube Rose & Animal Husbandry)
Paddy:
The incense of Bacterial Leaf Blight noticed in Paddy fields. It infects the paddy after 3-4 weeks of planting. 
In paddy, water-soaked to yellowish stripes on leaf blades or starting at leaf tips then later increase in length and width with a wavy margin, lesions are seedling wilt, turn yellow to white as the disease advances. If the cut end of the leaf kept in water, it becomes turbid because of bacterial ooze. 
To control this spray Neem oil 60 EC 3% (or) NSKE 5% or fresh cow dung extract 20% twice (starting from the initial appearance of the disease and another at fortnightly intervals) is recommended for the control of sheath rot, sheath blight, grain discolouration and bacterial blight.  
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Tube Rose 
The incense of Aphids is noticed in Tube Rose field. The symptom of damages are nymphs and adults on clusters and feed on flower, buds and young leaves. 
To control, spray Buprofezin 25% SC @ 30ml + Sticky agent @ 10ml with 10 litres of water.
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions and the cold winds blowing at night, cattle, especially young calves or young ones should be kept inside the sheds and should not be tied in open spaces.  
Moreover, by installing heaters or electric bulbs, cattle can be protected from diseases such as pneumonia.
