600 ml/ha or Carbosulfan 6% G 16.7 kg/ha or Cartaphydrochloride 50

% SP 1000 g/ha.

To avoid the occurrence of milk fever in dairy cattle, feeding of
supplementary mineral mixture of 15-30g is recommended during

pregnancy.
