General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (21st to 06th March 2025):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of generally dry conditions likely over the district during 21st to 27th February 2025.

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 28th to 06th March 2025.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 30°C to 34°C over the plains of the district during next week. 21st to 27th February 2025.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal and are likely to be in the range 30°C to 34°C over the plains of the district during next week. 28th to 06th March 2025.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 16°C to 20°C over the district during next week 21st to 27th February 2025.

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 18°C to 20°C over the district during next week 28th to 06th March 2025.

Compost Mulching: The compost is one of the best mulch materials. It increases microbial population, improves the soil structure and provides nutrients. It is the excellent material for improving the health of soil. Hence to improve the soil health, farmers are advised to adopt this compost mulching practices in their horticulture fields. 
Dry weather is very likely to prevail over the district for the next 5 days, farmers can start crop protection activities, based on the soil moisture condition of your field, provide irrigation to the vegetable crops. Mist is likely to prevail during the early morning hours, allow your cattle to graze only 2 hours after sunrise.

Artificial insemination of goats and cows should be done within 9 am or after 4pm due to the high heat of the day.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Jasmine, Mulberry & Animal Husbandry)
Jasmine: 
The incense of Budworm may be noticed in Jasmine. The budworm caterpillar makes the hole in the flower bud and feeds on the inner content.  Petals are eaten by larvae. 
Collect and destroy the damaged buds with larvae. 
Use a light trap to attract and kill the adult moths.  
Spray Neem Seed Kernel Extract (NSKE) @ 5% (ie. 50gm dry seed powder per litre of water + 2gm detergent soap). Always use freshly prepared NSKE. 
Spray the extract in the evening hours (after 3:30 P.m.) to get effective results. 
The Jasmine bushes should be pruned properly and the fields should be maintained cleanly.

Mulberry Guava: 

Farmers who have planted the Mulberry crop are advised to apply 2 kg Zinc Sulphate enriched with 20 kg of well-decomposed farmyard manure after harvesting mulberry leaves as basal dose. 
10 – 15 days after harvesting apply Azospirillum @ 8 kg/acre in 5 equal splits and 4 kg of phosphor bacteria in 2 equal splits after the 1st and 3rd harvesting of mulberry leaves.
Animal Husbandry:
During the hot weather conditions, chick-rearing farmers can increase the number of water tanks by 20 to 30 per cent during summer than the usual days. It helps more chicks to drink more water. 
To minimize the temperature of the water, add some ice cubes to the water bowls.  
To reduce dehydration, add more minerals to the water.
