	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Rather heavy rain on 12 Mar & Moderate rain on 13, 16 Mar. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 36℃ to 37℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 24℃-25℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of  6-12 Kmph from, Southeast, Northeast & East directions.


General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over on 12. 03. 2025 & 13.03.2025. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.

Heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 12 March 2025. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Sugarcane, Brinjal & Animal Husbandry)
Sugarcane: 
Mulching can be carried out in sugarcane cultivation. Within a week after planting, mulch the ridges uniformly with cane trash to a thickness of 10 cm.  
It helps to tide over drought, conserves moisture, reduces weed population and minimizes shoot borer incidence. 
For heavy soil and wetland conditions, mulch the field with trash after 21 days of planting.  Avoid trash mulching in areas where incidence of termites is noticed. 

Brinjal: 
Due to the current weather, the incidence of spotted beetles is noticed in the Brinjal crop. The symptoms of damage are found in leaves. The beetles are scrapping of chlorophyll. 
It leads to skeletonizing and drying of leaves. 
To control, collect the damaged leaves with grubs, and egg masses and destroy them. 
Spray Cartap hydrochloride @ 35gm per tank.

Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
During hot weather conditions, your cattle may be affected by issues like respiratory distress and mucous discharge from the mouth. To overcome these problems, farmers are advised to prepare and feed the mixture balls.  

Take an equal amount of Jaggery, Cumin seed, and Onion. grind the ingredients and make them as round balls. Feed these balls to the affected cow in the morning and evening hours.
