	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Moderate rain during 1, 2 & 3 Feb. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 30℃ to 33℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 23℃ - 25℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 10-12 Kmph from, Northeast & East directions.


General Advisory:
Since Moderate rainfall is expected for the coming days. Farmers are advised to avoid application of fertilizers and insecticides to the crops.

MIST/HAZE WARNING:
During the dates 1st and 2nd, Mist is likely to prevail during the early morning hours, allow your cattle to graze only 2 hours after sunrise.

Mist / Haze is very likely to prevail during the night and early morning hours. Hence, cattle / goats, cows and calves, may allowed to graze after 08.00Am in the morning. Tie the jute bags around the shed .Since the dew, laden grass may be a carrier of intermediate host of flukes. 
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 1st February 2025. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: Paddy, Black gram & Animal Husbandry)
Paddy:
The incidence of false smut may noticein rice. The damage symptoms are, individual rice grain transformed into a mass of yellow fruitingbodies and infected grain has greenish smut balls with a velvety appearance. 
If symptoms observed in the field, spray Propiconazole 25 EC @ 200 ml/acre or Copperhydroxide 77% WP 500 gm/acre with 200 litres of water.

Black gram: 
The incense of the Yellow mosaic is seen in pulses. 
Farmers are advised to set up yellow sticky traps @ 5 No. per acre to monitor and manage the movements of the vector whitefly. 
If the vector population is noticed farmers are advised to spray Imidachloprid @ 100gm /acre to manage the vector whitefly.

Spraying activities can be done during the non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing chill weather in the night and early morning hours, there is a possibility of Ephemeral fever (three-day sickness) infecting your cattle. 

To avoid this, don’t keep the cattle outside.  Keep the livestock, safely in the sheds.  Tie jute bays/sacks to the sides of the cowsheds.
