	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Moderate rain during 1, 2 & 3 Feb. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 30℃ to 33℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 23℃ - 25℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 10-12 Kmph from, Northeast & East directions.


General Advisory:
Since Moderate rainfall is expected for the coming days. Farmers are advised to avoid application of fertilizers and insecticides to the crops.

MIST/HAZE WARNING:
During the dates 1st and 2nd, Mist is likely to prevail during the early morning hours, allow your cattle to graze only 2 hours after sunrise.

Mist / Haze is very likely to prevail during the night and early morning hours. Hence, cattle / goats, cows and calves, may allowed to graze after 08.00Am in the morning. Tie the jute bags around the shed .Since the dew, laden grass may be a carrier of intermediate host of flukes. 
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 1st February 2025. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Groundnut, Cotton & Animal Husbandry)
Groundnut:
The incidence of Gram pod borer is expected in Groundnut. The larvae feed on the foliage, prefers flowers and buds, when tender leaf buds are eaten, symmetrical holes or cuttings can be seen upon unfolding of leaflets. 

Install pheromone trap @ 5Nos./ha. Releasing of Trichogramma chilonis @ 1 lakh/ha, 40 days after sowing of groundnut can effectively check the pest. 

Or spray any one of the following insecticide Indoxacarb 14.5%SC @ 160ml /acre (0.5ml per litre) or Spinosad 45% SC @ 60ml per acre (0.5ml/litre) from flower bud formation at fortnight interval.

Cotton:
The incense of Stem borer noticed in cotton, the cotton plants seen with drooping leaves and wilting in patches.  
To manage this, spray Chlorotraniprole @ 10ml/10 litres of water. 
Basal application of FYM @ 25 tonne/ha or Neem cake @ 250 kg/ha can also be done.

Spraying activities can be done during the non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing chill weather in the night and early morning hours, there is a possibility of Ephemeral fever (three-day sickness) infecting your cattle. 

To avoid this, don’t keep the cattle outside.  Keep the livestock, safely in the sheds.  Tie jute bays/sacks to the sides of the cowsheds.
