	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Moderate rain on 23 Jan & light rain on 24 Jan. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 30℃ to 31℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 21℃ - 23℃. General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (24th to 30th January 2025):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of generally normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 24th to 30th January 2025

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal to slightly below normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 28°C over the plains of the district during next week. 24th to 30th January 2025.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be generally normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 16°C to 20°C over the district during next week 17th to 30th January 2025.

During the dates 22ndand 23rd, Mist is likely to prevail during the early morning hours, allow your cattle to graze only 2 hours after sunrise.

Mist / Haze is very likely to prevail during the night and early morning hours. Hence, cattle / goats, cows and calves, may allowed to graze after 08.00Am in the morning. Tie the jute bags around the shed .Since the dew, laden grass may be a carrier of intermediate host of flukes. 
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Paddy, Mango & Animal Husbandry)
Paddy:
The incidence of Green leafhoppers noticed in Paddy fields. It affects the leaves from tip to downwards and becomes yellow in colour, retarded vigorous and stunted growth, and drying up of the plant due to sucking up of the leaf are the other symptoms. 

This can be controlled by spraying the solution of Pungam oil @ 60ml + Iluppai oil @ 60ml + Neem oil @ 60ml + Sticky agent @ 10ml (Khadi soap @ 10gms) with 10 litres of water and mixing well and spraying 2 times at 12 days interval. 

Also, fix light traps in the field to attract and destroy the insects.

Spraying activities can be done during the non-rainy days.

Mango: 
It is important to control the flower and finches shedding in Mango crops. It is also essential to follow the yield-increasing practices in Mango. 
To increase fruit retention, farmers are advised to spray, NAA @ 20ppm at the flowering stage. If the trees do not flower, by that time, to induce the flowering, spray any one of the following, 0.5% Urea (5g/lit.) OR 1% Potassium Nitrate (10g/lit.). 
Spraying activities can be done during the non-rainy days.

Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, cattle may get affected by Foot and mouth disease (FMD), 
Hence, farmers are advised to vaccinate their cattle in the nearby veterinary dispensary during this (January) month to protect the cattle from FMD.
