	Chances of light rain during the next five days. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 31℃ to 32℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 24℃-25℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 10-18 Kmph from, Southwest direction.


General Advisory:
Banana, Papaya, Moringa & Sugarcane

Gusty Wind with a speed of 40 to 50 kmph is expected during 28 to 31 May 2025.

Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

Gourds:
For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: Coconut, Paddy, Banana & Animal Husbandry)
Coconut: 
Due to the prevailing weather condition, the following irrigation schedule based on pan evaporation can be followed for coconut grove. 
Most common in June, July, and October to December, if the coconut groove’s water source condition is normal irrigate 60 litres of water per day, in moderate water scarcity conditions, irrigate 40 lit of water per day and in severe water scarcity condition irrigate with 20 litres of water per day through drip irrigation methods. 
Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried out during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.
Paddy:
The application of Biofertilizer in Paddy will give good results. 
Raise Azolla as a dual crop by inoculating 250kg/ha 3 to 5 days after transplanting. 

Then incorporate it during weeding for the wet season crop.

Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.
Banana:

Farmers are requested to give a foliar spray of Banana Booster @ 5 grams per litre of water along with one small pocket of shampoo and extracted lemon juice. 

Spray continuously at monthly intervals starting from three months after planting till the bunch formation stage.

Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry: 

Due to the prevailing weather conditions, PPR disease may affect your goats and sheep.  
Farmers are advised to approach the nearby veterinary clinic during the month of June to vaccinate their animals and prevent them from PPR disease.
