	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Moderate rain on 10 Sep & light rain on 11 Sep. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 34℃ to 37℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 24℃-27℃. Cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 4-8 Kmph from, Southwest, West & Northwest directions.


General Advisory:
Heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 10 September 2025. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Paddy, Banana, Cotton & Animal Husbandry)
Paddy:

Due to Heavy Rain, there are chances for Submergence and Flooding in Paddy fields, Provide proper drainage facility. Avoid / Postpone, intercultural activities like fertilizer and pesticide application. 
Banana:

Due to the heavy rainfall and wind, there are chances of water logging and stacking of banana crops. Provide adequate drainage facility and avoid fertilizer and pesticide application. Remove and destruct the decayed and rotten leaves. Provide support to 5 months old trees using wooden poles.

Cotton:

Heavy rainfall is expected in the coming days, proper drainage has to be provided for both the rain-fed and irrigated cotton crops. Postpone the intercultural / plant protection activities like fertilizer and pesticide application, until the rain completely stops
Weather based Agro Advisory: 

Heavy rainfall is expected on 10 September 2025. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops.

Provide adequate drainage facilities in the field and renovate the rain water harvesting structures to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall.  Try to harvest the rainwater in the farm ponds / water bodies.

Provide support to crops likes Banana, Papaya and sugarcane.  

Animal Husbandry: 

Goat-rearing farmers are advised to save their goats from mortality. 

As a preventive measure against Haemorrhagic Septicemia, goats have to be vaccinated once a year before the onset of the rainy season, Contact the nearby veterinarian and vaccinate your goats.
