	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 11 & 12 Sep. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 36℃ to 37℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 26℃-27℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 10-14 Kmph from, South Southwest & West directions.


General Advisory:
Wind Warning: 

Strong wind speed reaching 30-40 Kmph likely to occur at isolated places over district during 10, 11 & 12 September 2025. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at isolated places over district during 10, 11 & 12 September 2025. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Tomato, Black gram, Paddy & Animal Husbandry)
Tomato: 

The incense of Leaf Curl virus disease is noticed in Tomatoes.  The symptom appears on newly grown plants, tomato yellow leaf curl virus reduces the internodes and also gives the plant a stunted appearance. 
The new leaves also greatly reduce in size, wrinkled and yellowed between the veins. Leaf margins that curl upward, giving them a cup-like appearance. 
Flowers may appear but usually will drop before the fruit set. 
To control, spray the composite of Pseudomonas 40gm + Fermented curd 250ml + 2 egg whites with 10 litres of water.

Black gram:

Farmers are advised to take up showing on high yielding green gram variety (VBN– 3 and / VBN – 4 ) and black gram variety ( VBN – 8 and VBN 10 ) with available moisture on receipt of Seed treatment with Trichoderma viridae 4g/kg of seed (or) Pseudomonas fluorescens 10 g/kg of seed will be effective against root rot disease in black gram.
Paddy: 
The incense of Bacterial Leaf Blight can be noticed in Paddy fields. It infects the paddy after 3-4 weeks of planting. 
In paddy, water-soaked to yellowish stripes on leaf blades or starting at leaf tips then later increase in length and width with a wavy margin, lesions are seedling wilt, turn yellow to white as the disease advances. If the cut end of the leaf is kept in water it becomes turbid because of bacterial ooze. 
To control this spray Neem oil 60 EC 3% (or) NSKE 5% or fresh cow dung extract 20% twice (starting from the initial appearance of the disease and another at fortnightly intervals) is recommended for the control of sheath rot, sheath blight, grain discolouration and bacterial blight.
Animal Husbandry:
Goat-rearing farmers are advised to save their goats from mortality. 

As a preventive measure against Haemorrhagic Septicemia, goats have to be vaccinated once a year before the onset of the rainy season, Contact the nearby veterinarian and vaccinate your goats.
