	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 12 & 13 Sep. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 34℃ to 35℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 27℃-29℃. Cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 18-22 Kmph from, South & Southwest directions.


General Advisory:
Wind Warning: 

Strong wind speed reaching 30-40 Kmph likely to occur at isolated places over district during 10, 11 & 12 September 2025. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at isolated places over district during 10, 11 & 12 September 2025. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Chilly, Paddy, Jasmine & Animal Husbandry)
Chilly: 
The incense of Chilly Thrips is noticed in Chilly fields. The infected leaves develop crinkles and curl upwards. Elongated petiole, buds become brittle and drop down. 
Early-stage, infestation leads to stunted growth and flower production, and fruit sets get arrested. 
To avoid this, intercrop with Agathi crop (Sesbania grandiflora) to provide shade which regulates the Thrips population. 
Sprinkle water over the seedlings to check the multiplication of Thrips. 
Spray the insecticide Imidacloprid 17.8% SL @ 3ml/10 litres of water.

Paddy:

Since farmers are waiting for rainfall and planning for sowing/planting, for the paddy nursery raised in the low nutrient soil, it is best to apply the DAP to the seedlings, 10 days before transplanting. Transplanting within 10days will give good results.
Jasmine: 

The incense of Collar rot and Root rot noticed in Jasmine. Plants at all stages are infected. First, the older leaves become yellow followed by younger leaves and finally the entire plant die.

In the root, the black discolouration can be seen on the infected tissues and stem surface white strands of mycelia and mustard-like sclerotic are seen. 
To control this, heavy application of FYM with Trichoderma viride @ 2Kg per acre is recommended.
Animal Husbandry:
Goat-rearing farmers are advised to save their goats from mortality. 

As a preventive measure against Haemorrhagic Septicemia, goats have to be vaccinated once a year before the onset of the rainy season, Contact the nearby veterinarian and vaccinate your goats.
