	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 11 & 12 Sep. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 34℃ to 37℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 24℃-27℃. Cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 8-14 Kmph from, South & Southwest directions.


General Advisory:
Wind Warning: 

Strong wind speed reaching 30-40 Kmph likely to occur at isolated places over district during 10, 11 & 12 September 2025. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at isolated places over district during 10, 11 & 12 September 2025. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Groundnut, Bhendi, Cluster beans & Animal Husbandry)
Groundnut: 

To increase the flower retention and pod filling in Groundnut. 

Farmers are advised to give two sprays of Groundnut rich @ 5kg/ha in 500 litres of water (for each spray). First spray, at 35 days after sowing and the second spray at 45 days after sowing.

Bhendi:

The incidence of mites is noticed in Bhendi. The symptoms are, leaves stippled with yellow, leaves may appear bronzed, and leaves are webbing covering. 
To control prepare paste of Ginger 250gm, Chilli250gm, Garlic250gm and diluted the paste in 70 litres of water. 
Take 100ml of Ginger, Chilly, and Garlic solution, add 250ml of well-fermented curd and 20ml of egg white with 10litres of water and spray.
Cluster beans: 

The occurrence of Aphids is noticed in Cluster beans.  Nymphs and adults suck the sap of leaves. It leads to leaf wilting and flower dropping and the growth of the plants is also hindered. 

To control, spray Acephate @ 40gm + sticky agent @ 10ml with 10 litres of water. 

Animal Husbandry:
Goat-rearing farmers are advised to save their goats from mortality. 

As a preventive measure against Haemorrhagic Septicemia, goats have to be vaccinated once a year before the onset of the rainy season, Contact the nearby veterinarian and vaccinate your goats.
