	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain during 18, 19, 21 Apr & Moderate rain on 22 Apr. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 39℃ to 40℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 26℃-27℃. Partly cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 2 Kmph from, Southeast direction.


General Advisory:
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Artificial insemination of goats and cows should be done within 9 am or after 4pm due to the high heat of the day.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Coffee, Moringa, Guava & Animal Husbandry)
Coffee: 

Management of mealybug in Robusta plantation:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, if the root mealybug infestation is noticed in new coffee clearings, drench Imidacloprid 17.8 SL @ 120 ml in 200 l of water near the root portion.
If shoot mealybugs are present, release parasitoids Leptomastix dactylopii (10,000 per acre)
Remove or destroy ant nests from the field and on the plants.

Moringa:
Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.

The Budworm is anticipated to occur in Moringa. This Larva bores into flower buds and causes shedding. 

Collect and destroy the affected buds and flowers. 

To control spray Neem oil @ 35ml + Sticky agent @ 10ml with 10 litres of water.
Guava: 
Spraying operations should not be undertaken strictly during the rainy days.

Mealy bugs are the type of insect that attacks guava trees.  They live by sucking sap from plants. They are especially common in humid and hot areas. Mealy bugs settle on the leaves, stems, and fruits of the guava trees and damage them.   

To control the mealy bugs, mix 5 ml of Neem oil and 5 ml of dishwashing liquid in 1 litre of water and spray on the affected areas.  To prevent the insects from coming back, spraying can be done periodically.   
Also, cut, remove and destroy leaves, fruits and branches infested with mealy bugs.

Animal Husbandry:
During the summer season, snails, germs and larvae found in the dry pond water can cause health damage to the cattle, so farmers are advised, not to allow their cattle to drink water from dry/dirty water ponds.
