	SMS Advisory

General Advisory:
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Artificial insemination of goats and cows should be done within 9 am or after 4pm due to the high heat of the day.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Tomato, Jasmine, Sugarcane & Animal Husbandry)
Tomato: 
Due to the prevailing hot weather conditions, the incidence of bollworms were noticed in tomato crops, to control this Install Pheromone Traps @ 12 Nos. per hectare.

Collect and destroy the affected fruits and worms, 
During the flowering stage, based on the ETL release Trichogramma Egg parasitoids at 50000 nos. per hectare.

For the bollworm spray NPV virus mixture.

Jasmine:
The occurrence of wilt is noticed in Jasmine. The symptoms start out looking like vein clearing on the younger leaves and drooping of older lower leaves, followed by stunning, yellowing of the lower leaves, defoliation, marginal necrosis and plant death. 
To control spray Trichoderma Viride @ 40gm with 10 litres of water, before spraying remove the sprayer nozzle and pour the solution into the root portion.
Sugarcane: 
Nutrient deficiency like iron deficiency is noticed in sugarcane crop, to rectify this iron deficiency, farmers are advised to foliar spray Ferrous Sulphate @ 250 gm dissolved in 100 litres of water or Soil application of 25 kg of Ferrous Sulphate.

Animal Husbandry:
During the summer season, snails, germs and larvae found in the dry pond water can cause health damage to the cattle, so farmers are advised, not to allow their cattle to drink water from dry/dirty water ponds.
