General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 11 April 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Cucumber, Tomato, Coconut & Animal Husbandry)
Cucumber: 
The incidence of Leaf miners is expected in Cucumber. The symptoms of damage appear on leaves with serpentine mines. 
During the severe infestation, the leaves would dry and drop. 
To control, spray Thiamethoxam 25% WG @ 5gm per 10 litres of water.
Tomato:
The incense of Leaf Curl virus disease is expected in Tomatoes.  The symptom appears on newly grown plants, tomato yellow leaf curl virus reduces the internodes and also gives the plant a stunted appearance. 
The new leaves also greatly reduce in size, wrinkled and yellowed between the veins. Leaf margins that curl upward, giving them a cup-like appearance. 
Flowers may appear but usually will drop before the fruit set. 
To control spray the composite of Fermented curd 250ml + Pseudomonas 40gm + 2 egg whites with 10 litres of water.
Coconut: 
The incidence of Rugose Spiralling Whitefly (RSW) noticed in coconut trees.  These insects deposit honey-like waste material on the lower surface of coconut grooves. The leaves turn dark due to the spread of black fungus on them. 
To control this, farmers can spray water with high pressure on the bottom and top of the coconut leaves. 
Installation of yellow sticky trap @ 2 Nos. per acre can be used to attract and destroy mother insects. 
When the damage is severe, add 5 ml of neem oil and 1 ml of sticky liquid and spray evenly on the base of the leaves. 
Take Maida flour @ 25gm per litre of water, boil it and then spray it well on the black mould.
Animal Husbandry:
Proper maintenance of cattle sheds is essential during the prevailing hot weather conditions. 

The direction of the sheds should be arranged in such a way that good air is available and at the same time, the heat of the sun does not directly affect the animals. 

It is better if the length of the sheds is east-west. Growing trees in areas where there is strong wind will help in reducing wind speed to some extent.
