	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 19 & 22 Apr. Maximum temperature would be 39℃ and the minimum temperature would be 26℃. Partly cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 2-4 Kmph from, Southeast & South directions.


General Advisory:
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Artificial insemination of goats and cows should be done within 9 am or after 4pm due to the high heat of the day.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Sugarcane, Banana, Mullai flower & Animal Husbandry)
Sugarcane: 
Top dressing with fertilizers will give good results in Sugarcane cultivation. 
In the case of the lift irrigation belt, apply 225 kg of nitrogen and 112 ½ kg of K2O per hectare in three equal splits during 30, 60 and 90 days.
Banana:
It is important to apply micronutrients to Banana crops planted in garden land, spraying of Plantozyme @ 2ml/litre of water is recommended. 
Similarly, Acid lime and Zinc Sulphate @ 5gm/litre of water can also be sprayed at this stage.
Mullai flower: 
The incidence of Red spider mites expected in Mullai flower crop (Jasmine). The symptoms of damage appear on the leaves. 
The under-surface of leaves covered with silken webs and the mites feed the leaves. Yellow spots appear on the upper surface and turn reddish. Finally, the affected leaves wilt downwards. Flower production is adversely affected. 
To control, spray 40gm wettable sulphur with 10 ml sticking agent per 10 litres of water.
Animal Husbandry:
During the summer season, snails, germs and larvae found in the dry pond water can cause health damage to the cattle, so farmers are advised, not to allow their cattle to drink water from dry/dirty water ponds.
