	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain during 12, 13, 14 & 15 Apr. Maximum temperature would 35℃ and the minimum temperature would be 28℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 2-4 Kmph from, Southeast & South directions.


General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 11 April 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Coconut, Brinjal, Jasmine & Animal Husbandry)
Coconut: 
Due to the prevailing hot weather conditions, the incidence of Thanjavur wilt is expected in coconut. 
Initial symptoms of Thanjavur wilt start with yellowing and drooping of the outer whorl of leaves followed by exudation of reddish brown liquid through cracks at the base of the trunk and decaying of tissues at the bleeding point. 
To manage the wilt, spray Hexaconazole 5SC @ 2ml with 100ml of water apply as root feeding 3 times at 3-month intervals.

Brinjal:
The incense of Ash weevils found in Brinjal. It affects all the plant parts, like notching of leaf margins and Grubs feed on roots causing wilting of plants. 
Collect and destroy the adults.  
Apply Neem cake @ 500 kg/ha at the time of the last ploughing.  
Foliar spray of Beauveria Bassiana @ 600gms per acre with 10ml of sticky agent per 10 litres of water. Spray two times in 12-day intervals.  
By chemical method, spray anyone of the following Fipronil @ 350ml/acre or Cartap Hydrochloride @ 350gm per acre.  
Always, do the spray after picking vegetables and do not pluck the fruits within a week of spraying the pesticides.

Jasmine: 
The incidence of Flower midge is expected in Jasmine. 
At the beginning stage, affected buds turn into yellowish grey colour and buds become smaller in size with brown colour. 
To control, spray Profenophos @ 30ml + Cartap hydrochloride @ 20gm + sticky agent @ 10ml with 10 litres of water.

Animal Husbandry:
Proper maintenance of cattle sheds is essential during the prevailing hot weather conditions. 

The direction of the sheds should be arranged in such a way that good air is available and at the same time, the heat of the sun does not directly affect the animals. 

It is better if the length of the sheds is east-west. Growing trees in areas where there is strong wind will help in reducing wind speed to some extent.
