General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 11 April 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Brinjal, Banana, Coconut & Animal Husbandry)
Brinjal: 
The incidence of Lace bugs is noticed in Brinjal. The symptom appears on leaves.  The leaves become yellow and the affected leaves are covered with exuviate and excreta.  
To control, spray Neem oil @ 40ml + Pseudomonas @ 40gm + Egg white @ 20ml with 10 litres of water.

Banana:
Farmers who have planted banana should apply 20gm each of Azospirillum and Phosphobacteria per plant at the growing stage, once at one month after planting and again after 5 months after planting.

Coconut: 
During the summer season, mulching technology can be practised in Coconut grooves to reduce water evaporation. 
Apply the coconut husks (100 Nos.) with the convex surface facing upwards or dried coconut leaves (15 Nos) or coir pith up to a height of 10 cm in the basin of 1.8 metre radius around the palms as mulch for soil moisture conservation.

Animal Husbandry:
Proper maintenance of cattle sheds is essential during the prevailing hot weather conditions. 

The direction of the sheds should be arranged in such a way that good air is available and at the same time, the heat of the sun does not directly affect the animals. 

It is better if the length of the sheds is east-west. Growing trees in areas where there is strong wind will help in reducing wind speed to some extent.
