	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 19 Apr. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 39℃ to 40℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 26℃-27℃. Partly cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 2 Kmph from, Southeast direction.


General Advisory:
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Artificial insemination of goats and cows should be done within 9 am or after 4pm due to the high heat of the day.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Sugarcane, Guava, Bitter gourd & Animal Husbandry)
Sugarcane: 
Nutrients and growth regulators are now essential for sugarcane crops. Spray the TNAU sugarcane Booster at 45, 60 and 75 days after planting. Spray this booster at 1kg, 1.5kg and 2kg respectively with 200 litres of water and add the required quantity of sticking agent.

Guava:
The incense of Tea mosquito bug was noticed in Guava. The pest incidence was noticed on young leaves and fruits of Guava. 

To manage this pest, farmers are advised to collect and destroy the damaged plant parts and do regular pruning.  

Shade regulation facilitates proper penetration of sunlight inside the canopy which reduces the incidence of this pest. 

Spray Neem oil @ 50ml and Pungam Oil @ 10ml with 10litres of water.

Bitter gourd: 
The incense of plant hoppers is noticed in Bitter gourd. 
To control the hoppers, after harvesting the vegetables, spray pseudomonas @ 40gm + well-fermented curd @ 300ml + egg white @ 20ml per 10 litres of water.

Animal Husbandry:
During the summer season, snails, germs and larvae found in the dry pond water can cause health damage to the cattle, so farmers are advised, not to allow their cattle to drink water from dry/dirty water ponds.
