	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Moderate rain during 3, 4, 5, 6 & 7 Jun. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 30℃ to 34℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 20℃- 24℃. Cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 10-12 Kmph from, Southwest & West directions.


General Advisory:
Heavy rain at isolated places with thunderstorm & lightning at one or two places is likely to occur over the district during 3, 4, 5, 6 & 7 Jun 2026. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.
Wind Warning: 

Banana, Papaya, Moringa & Sugarcane

Thunderstorm with Lightning with Strong Gusty Wind with a speed of 40 to 50 kmph is expected during 3 to 7 Jun 2026.

Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

Gourds:
For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Banana, Tomato, Lab Lab & Animal Husbandry)
Banana:

Due to the heavy rainfall and wind, there are chances of water logging and stacking of banana crops. Provide adequate drainage facility and avoid fertilizer and pesticide application. Remove and destruct the decayed and rotten leaves. Provide support to 5 months old trees using wooden poles.

Tomato:

Due to heavy rainfall, there are chances of water logging.  
Provide adequate drainage facility. Postpone the intercultural / plant protection activities like fertilizer and pesticide application, until the rain completely stops. Harvest the matured crops immediately on getting heavy rainfall forecast and keep the harvested produce in a safe place. 
Lab Lab:

Due to heavy rainfall and wind, there are chances of wear and tear of rusted iron strings and poles.  Check and repair the structures like Bowers / Pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.

Weather based Agro Advisory: 

Heavy rainfall is expected during 3, 4, 5, 6 & 7 Jun 2026. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops.

Provide adequate drainage facilities in the field and renovate the rain water harvesting structures to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall.  Try to harvest the rainwater in the farm ponds / water bodies.

Provide support to crops likes Banana, Papaya and sugarcane.
Animal Husbandry:
To protect your animals from lightning and thunderstorm. Do not allow the animals to graze outside and don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. Check for aflatoxin contamination in the dry fodder before feeding your cattle.
