General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 11 April 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: Banana, Lemon, Papaya & Animal Husbandry)
Banana: 
It is important to apply micronutrients to Banana crops planted in garden land, spraying of Plantozyme @ 2ml/litre of water is recommended. 
Similarly, Acid lime and Zinc Sulphate @ 5gm/litre of water can also be sprayed at this stage.

Lemon: 
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, the incense of Fruit sucking moth is expected in Acid lime.  
Keep the field clean without weeds.  Also bag the fruits with polythene bags punctured at the bottom.   
To control, spray Neem oil @ 60ml per 10 litres of water along with 10ml sticky agent. Spray two times in 10 days interval. 
Setup pheromone traps, in a 5-litre bucket, filled with 2 kg Rice bran + 3litre of water + 2 well rotten Banana + 2 pieces of Pineapple + 100gm Jaggery + 100ml well-fermented curd and place 2 traps per acre.
Light traps can also be used to attract and kill moths.
Papaya: 

The incense of Green peach aphids noticed in Papaya.  The symptoms are nymphs and adults suck the sap from leaves, petioles and fruits.  Due to this leaf curling and falling of premature fruit will happen.  

To control this, remove and destroy damaged plant parts. 

Release parasitoids Aphelinus mali and predator Coccinella septumpunctata in the field. 

And spray Acetamiprid @ 6gms per 10 litre of water.

Animal Husbandry:
Proper maintenance of cattle sheds is essential during the prevailing hot weather conditions. 

The direction of the sheds should be arranged in such a way that good air is available and at the same time, the heat of the sun does not directly affect the animals. 

It is better if the length of the sheds is east-west. Growing trees in areas where there is strong wind will help in reducing wind speed to some extent.
