General Advisory:
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Artificial insemination of goats and cows should be done within 9 am or after 4pm due to the high heat of the day.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: Mango, Banana, Brinjal & Animal Husbandry)
Mango: 
To reduce the fruit drop and increase the yield in mango, give foliar spraying with Mango Special @ 5 grams/litre of water along with the shampoo and lemon juice.

Banana: 
Farmers are requested to give a foliar spray of Banana Booster @ 5 grams per litre of water along with one small pocket of shampoo and extracted lemon juice, starting from the 3rd month after the plant to bunch formation stage in a monthly interval.
Brinjal: 

Higher temperature along with higher relative humidity favours the incidence of red spider mites. 

To manage red spider mites, spray wettable Sulphur 80WG @ 40g per acre or Proparkite 57 EC @ 400 ml per acre.

Animal Husbandry:
During the summer season, snails, germs and larvae found in the dry pond water can cause health damage to the cattle, so farmers are advised, not to allow their cattle to drink water from dry/dirty water ponds.
