	Considering the low relative humidity in the evening and anticipated hike in both maximum and minimum temperature, local wind may get converged at one point between 1 pm to 3 pm. Hence, propping may be given to banana of more than 5 months old against lodging.
Due to high temperature banana scorching is caused in young leaves. Sow green manure crop @ 10kg / acre

	An Inward basin may be formed around the coconut trees to conserve the summer rains in the root zone.
Due to high temperature Rugose spiraling whitefly incidence is increasing.
Root Wilt (Candidatus Phytoplasma)
· Recommended NPK + FYM-50kg + Neem Cake 5 kg / palm/yr + Green Manuring
· Azospirillum – 200g + Phosphobacteria - 200g + VAM – 100g + Bacillus subtills –  200g + Trichoderma asperellum 200 g / palm / yr
· TNAU Coconut tonic root feeding @ 40 ml / palm at 6 months interval
· Soil application of ‘TNAU COCOCON’ @ 5 litre / acre at 3 months interval

	Animal Husbandry
	
	Animals should not be send for grazing between 10 am to 4 pm, considering high temperature and low relative humidity. Make the cattle at cool and provide with drinking water @80-100 liters per day per animal in four splits
Successive vaccination may be done in near be veterinary hospital to the cattle against the foot and mouth disease and vaccination against the fox disease to the goats and sheep.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In some places Thullumari disease is observed in sheep and goats hence farmers are requested to allow the sheep and goats only during sunshine hours further they are requested to vaccinate in nearby veterinary hospital.
