	Light to Moderate rainfall along with gusty winds are expected for the upcoming week in Western Zone districts.
Heavy rain at isolated places with thunderstorms & lightning, Squally with Gusty winds of 40-50 kmph is likely to occur at western zone districts.
Postpone the irrigation based on soil moisture and provide adequate drainage. Avoid spraying operation before and during rainy hours.
Drain the excess rainfall in farm ponds to utilize during non rainy days.
If continuous rainfall observed Avoid plant protection and fertilizer application.

	Sowing
	Ensure proper drainage to avoid stagnation of water. 
Avoid Excess irrigation. 
Strength and Field bund to prevent runoff.  
Spray Imidacloprid 17.8% SL @ 100ml/ha to manage brown plant hopper problem.

	Cumbu
	Sowing
	Provide adequate drainage to recently cumbu sown areas. Gap filling may be done by utilizing the soil moisture and expected rainfall.
To avoid top dressing due to moderate rainfall. 

	Groudnnut
	
	Provide proper drainage to avoid rotting. If found dispose the debris.  
Apply Trichloderma viride @ 2.5 kg/ ha + 250 kg of FYM to control root rot disease.

	Sugarcane
	Vegetative
	Provide drainage to early and mid-season planted Sugarcane against rainfall expected.
Since gusty winds expected along with rainfall, detrashing and propping is advised to avoid lodging of sugarcane.
By utilizing the rainfall, late season sugarcane planting can be continued and if already planted, gap filling may be done.
Earth up lodged canes after rain.






	Banana
	5 months old
	Banana plants above 5 months old may be provided with bamboo staking to avoid lodging against expected gusty winds.

	Grapes
	Off season
	Considering the prevailing weather, pruning may be done in Grapes at 2 buds level for Thompson variety and 4 buds level for other varieties.
Avoid excess irrigation remove disease branch immediately.

	Turmeric
	Planting
	Planting of turmeric may be continued after tuber treatment based soil moisture content and if already planted, drainage facilities may be created especially in low lying areas.
Good drainage can be facilitated to avoid rhizome rot. Rhizome dip in Copper oxychloride for 30 minutes before planting.

	Coconut
	
	An Inward basin may be formed around the coconut trees to conserve the summer rains in the root zone.
Harvest mature nuds before strong wing.

	Animal Husbandry
	
	Rain may be accompanied with thunders and lightening, hence during the rain animals may not be allowed for open grazing. 
In dairy cattle, wash the udder with potassium permanganate solution before milking to prevent Mastitis infections in this prevailing weather.
Prevent water drainage provide uncontaminated feed and water.
Keep animals in dry and well ventilated shelters.
