Since, light rainfall alone expected, irrigation may be given to all crops based on soil moisture.
By utilizing expected rainfall summer ploughing may be done to effectively utilize the rain water and control the weed.

	Sugarcane
	Vegetative
	Sugarcane crop at all stages may be provided with sufficient irrigation to and mulching to reduce the evapotranspiration of the crop.
Spray TNAU Sugarcane Booster @ 1kg, 1.5kg and 2kg / acre at 45,60 and 75 days after planting with 200 lit water respectively.
Spray Chlorantranilprole 18.50% SC @ 375ml / ha to control early shoot borer.

	Vegetable
	
	Due to increasing temperature the sucking pest population in vegetables particularly in Tomato. To manage the above, it is requested to spray 5% Neem Seed Kernal Extract (NSKE).

	Jasmine 
	
	Prevailing weather is favourable for mite attack in jasmine and tapioca hence farmers are requested to monitor the crop if require spray 5% Neem Seed kernel extract.
To control root rot disease in jasmine, apply Trichoderma viride @ 2.5 kg/ha + 300 kg FYM mix it well and apply in soil

	Tapioca
	
	Prevailing weather is favourable for spiraling white fly in tapioca and hence farmers are requested to the moniter the crop if require spray Triazophos @ 2 ml or Acephate @ 2 gm per litre of water. (or) 5% Neem Seed kernel Extract (NSKE)

	Coconut
	
	Provide inward basin around the tree crops with 1.5m radius from the trunk and apply organic mulch to conserve moisture.
Due to high temperature Rugose spiraling whitefly incidence is increasing.
To control Rugose whitefly, adopt the following IPM measures 
1. Yellow sticky traps / sheets (3 x 1ft / 5 x 1ft) @ 20 sheets / ha at 5-6 ft. on trunk smeared with castor oil.
1. Staple leaflets containing Encarsia guadeloupae parasitized cocoons @ 100 Nos. / ha on under surface of infested leaflets.
Staple paper strips / cardboard boxes containing Chrysopid eggs @ 1000 /ha. 




	
	
	Root Wilt (Candidatus Phytoplasma)
· Recommended NPK + FYM-50kg + Neem Cake 5 kg / palm/yr + Green Manuring
· Azospirillum – 200g + Phosphobacteria - 200g + VAM – 100g + Bacillus subtills –  200g + Trichoderma asperellum 200 g / palm / yr
· TNAU Coconut tonic root feeding @ 40 ml / palm at 6 months interval
· Soil application of ‘TNAU COCOCON’ @ 5 litre / acre at 3 months interval
Need based Root feeding of hexaconazole (3ml + 200 ml water) for leaf Rot  

	Banana
	
	Provide adequate support to five months or above old banana against the ill effect of squally wind. Apply Trichoderma viride @ 2.5kg/ha & FYM 300kg to control wilt disease.

	Animal Husbandry
	
	Considering the temperature rise, milch animals need mineral mixture and hence 50grams of TANUVAS smart mineral mixture per animal per day may be mixed along with animal feed.
Successive vaccination may be done in near be veterinary hospital to the cattle against the foot and mouth disease and vaccination against the fox disease to the goats and sheep.
Prevailing high temperature leads to temperature stress in poultry and hence wetted gunny bags may be hanged in the side walls of the shed.
